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Transylvania, Romania has been in a perpetual state of
religious and political upheaval for centuries as outsiders have
tried to force their identities on the people of the area. Despite
this, the people of the area have a distinct culture, which is
deeply rooted into their historic landscape. The on-going
excavation of a medieval lost church from the village of
Valeni, in Transylvania, Romania and its cemetery, have
resulted in the exhumation of over 200 very well preserved
individuals to date. The unexpected discovery of a pre-
Christian cemetery underneath the church has extended the
use of the funerary landscape back to the 11™ century based
on coins found associated with burials. Field estimations
suggest that interments consist primarily of men and children,
which is not unusual within the larger context of medieval
